Q4 sees confidence levels amongst landlords 
operating in the South East decrease across 
most key metrics, with the exception of 
confidence in the UK’s financial market (which 
has seen a slight increase of 4%).

The proportion of landlords making a profit has 
also decreased vs. Q3 (-10% to 82%), although 
this remains broadly in line with the national 
average.  
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Both sales and purchase activity 
has declined by 3% this quarter. 

Despite this, more landlords are 
reporting increasing tenant 
demand in the region, increasing 
by 5% since Q3.
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
